    Martinsville, VA - Martinsville Area Community Foundation (MACF) has awarded grants totaling over $55,000 to local nonprofits. Grant decisions were made at the recent meeting of the Foundation’s Board of Directors.
One grant totaling $11,775 was awarded from the Cancer Center to Southern Area Agency on Aging for support services for cancer patients.
Patrick Henry Community College (PHCC) received a $2,000 grant from the Hermes Family Fund to support the Dream Keepers Fund which provides emergency funds to PHCC students. Other grants from the Hermes Family Fund included $477 to CONTACT of MHC for a public relations campaign, $2,000 to The Community Fellowship church for its Back-2-School program, and $2,000 to Community Storehouse for its Food for Kids School Backpack program. 
Six grants were awarded from the Martinsville Area Endowment Fund to the following organizations. The Boys and Girls Club of the Blue Ridge received a grant of $7,292 to support the Triple Play after-school program. Grace Network was awarded a grant of $6,000 for Project CEAT/HEAT, $6,000 went to The Community Fellowship church for its Back 2 School program, $6,000 was awarded to the MHC After 3 initiative to provide healthy snacks to after-school youth, $6,000 went to SpiritHorse of Virginia to support its therapeutic riding program, and $6,000 was awarded to Community Storehouse to assist the Food for Kids School Backpack program.
